During those many 
years, SHORE grew from a program started by Lois and Thomas Lloyd in the basement of their Evanston 
home to many programs providing services to over 500 individuals in 26 communities in Illinois. To 
accomplish this goal, SHORE has made many changes throughout its rich history to continue to provide the 
best care and support possible.
